Policies:

I

 expect students to attend (on time) each class, stay for the entire session, raise questions and participate within discussions centered on both the lectures and readings. Moreover, I expect students to inform me of absences (before the start of class) and to provide proper documentation for legitimate absences (to be handed in at the next meeting). Non-legitimate and undocumented absences will result in the subtraction of 4 points from the final grade for every absence. Lateness coming to class will lower your final grade 2 points for each instance. An assignment is due at the start of class on the indicated date (whether you are here or not) and I will not accept a late assignment. Several assignments must be submitted in two formats: 1) hard copy at the start of class on the indicated due date, and 2) electronically, via TurnItIn. Moreover, I give make-up tests only for the direst of emergencies (subject to my discretion) and only if I am informed ahead of time and the absence is properly documented (subject to my discretion). I do not give “extra credit” assignments – so please do not ask.
R
