	Assignment (General):


	
	A ten-page paper – exclusive of title page, bibliography, or ancillary inclusions – on any author who wrote in Latin from the 3rd century BCE. until the 18th century CE.

	Assignment (Specific):
	
	Here is what you should do:

· Choose any author who wrote in Latin during the above-mentioned time period.

· Provide some biographical details on the author.

· Select one of the author’s works (book, poem, etc.).

· Explain the significance of this work within the genre. If, for example, the work is a political treatise, explain the significance of this work within contemporaneous political theory and/or its effect on subsequent discussions.

· Isolate the recognized best Latin (repeat: Latin) edition of this work and borrow a copy (either from our library, another library, or using interlibrary loan). By recognized, I mean what the “world of scholarship” recognizes as the best edition of the work.

· From this best edition, provide a paragraph listing the manuscript (or manuscripts) upon which this edition is based and their provenance (origin).

· Photocopy 2-3 pages of the Latin text of this work and attach them to the paper (these do not count towards the ten pages).

· Attach a bibliography of all works consulted and cited. When footnoting, follow the conventions outlined in the latest edition of the Chicago Manual of Style, or the MLA Handbook (no other stylesheets).

· You must submit the final version of the paper in hard copy and in electronic format.

1. To acquaint you with a Latin author and his/her significance;

2. To see how well you can convey your thoughts; and

3. To give you an idea on how scholars explore – and attempt to understand – the textual tradition of a Latin work/book/treatise.
