OURSE DESCRIPTION: 
An introductory (non-conversational) course for students with little or no prior background in Classical Latin. Emphasis will be placed on Latin (and English) grammar, as well as Latin syntax, vocabulary, and both sight and written translation.


O

BJECTIVES OF THE COURSE:
1. To gain a working familiarity – through the diagramming of English sentences – with the fundamentals of grammar and syntax. This knowledge will serve as the basis for understanding Latin sentence structure and case inflections.

2. To acquire a basic vocabulary of Latin nouns (1st through 5th declensions), regular and irregular verbs (1st through 4th conjugations), adjectives, and adverbs.

3. To understand the basic Latin tenses, voices, and moods (Indicative, Subjunctive, and Vocative/Imperative). 

4. To read and write simple sentences and paragraphs (throughout the semester) and, by the end of the course, to translate longer and more complex passages.
