	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
	
	Here are the steps needed to complete the report:

1. Select a country from the list distributed in class and remember its number.

2. Point your browser towards:

     http://hdr.undp.org/en/reports/global/hdr2007-2008/ .

3. Click on the link Complete Report (indicated below).
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4. The report has a length of 399 pages – the tables begin on page 229 and end on page 354.

5. Please choose any two tables (except Tables 1 – 4 ). Print out two copies of each table on which “your” country appears (one will be used in your presentation, the other is for me as I observe your presentation). For example, Table 7 is entitled Water, Sanitation, and Nutritional Status, Table 11 is entitled Commitment to Education: Public Spending, and Table 22 presents statistics on Energy and the Environment. You need not print out the entire table, but make sure that the printed page contains “your” country! For example, if the country you chose was Nicaragua (# 110), and if you chose Table 22, you would print out two copies of the page below.
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6. Locate “your” country on each of the tables (remember its number!) and study the information about it. HIGHLIGHT THE INFORMATION PERTAINING TO YOUR COUNTRY.

7. When called upon to present, hand me one copy of each table and – from your copies of the tables – summarize for the class the information gleaned from each of the tables. You should also know where “your” country is on a map of the world.

8. Your presentation should be about five minutes long. 

9. When you are done, put your name at the top of each table and hand them in to me. That is it. Be creative! If you wish to put together a PowerPoint presentation, please let me know so that I may arrange for any needed equipment to be at your disposal.
