If the sailor was giving money, we would desire the queen. 

Past Pluperfect Subjunctive 
 

Pluperfect Subjunctive had … would have 

 Si nauta pecuniam dedisset optavissemus reginam. If the sailor had given money, we would have desired the queen.
